The balance on goods and services in the fourth quarter
of 2024 recorded a deficit of $ 1,177.9 million compared
to a deficit of $ 546.9 million in the third quarter of 2024
and a deficit of $957.0 million in the corresponding
quarter of 2023, where the balance of trade in goods
recorded a deficit of $ 830.5 million and the balance of
trade in services recorded a deficit of $ 347.4 million in
the fourth quarter of 2024.
